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GETTING STARTED

1. Insert batteries before first use, matching the polarity
(+ and -) as shown:

The unit uses 2 x CR2032 batteries. The backlight battery
powers the backlight while the main battery powers all
other functions.

NOTE .~ shows when main battery is low. s shows

when backlight battery is low.

2. Once the batteries have been inserted the unit will
immediately ask you to set the clock reception signal
(see Clock Reception section for signal options).

3. Roll the + / — button towards + to scroll through the
signal options.

4. Press the MODE button down to confirm.

5. For the time to be correct time you MUST select your
OWN city (see Clock Settings section for how to do
this).
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To activate + or -, To activate MODE,
roll the button press the button
towards + or -. straight down.
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TIP To speed through the setting options, roll the button
towards + or — and then hold until the desired option is
displayed.

Press MODE to toggle between the clock displays:
» Temperature, Clock and Seconds

» Temperature, Clock and Weekday

radio signal reception. However, if the radio signal is
weak, it can take up to 24 hours.

For best reception, place the clock away from metal
objects and electrical appliances and place near a
window.

To enable the clock reception and force a manual search

of your selected signal:

¢ Roll towards + and hold for 2 seconds.

OR

 Enter the setting mode and select your current signal
again.

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To disable the clock reception:
« Roll towards - and hold for 2 seconds.

NOTE “OFF” appears in the signal display when the
clock radio reception is disabled. If it is not disabled, the
signal in use will be displayed e.g. “US”.

The unit has 2 clocks that you can set:

« Main clock — enter the clock setting mode and select a
city, (see Clock Settings section below).
CITY appears on the display when you are viewing
this time.
